Heat Transfer Machines
Heat transfer machines use heat, pressure and time to apply 
prepared images from a sheet of transfer paper to a desired 
surface. Prepared images can be screen printed plastisols, 
computer-generated ink jet, sublimation dyes or themal 
printed transfers on special transfer paper. Simply load the 
shirt or other item on the platen, place reverse-image transfer 
in desired location, and lower machine into place to transfer 
image to the shirt. Never print a shirt before it is sold, ending 
waste and discarded stock.

Units are configured to make transfers to T-shirts, baseball 
caps, coffee mugs, or other custom items.
